he men, women and
Tchildren disfiguring the

hillside near Terate in
Konso, southern Ethiopia, are
not a typical African road gang.
The road they are building is
for themselves.

It currently leads to a dead-end.
But by the end of the year the
people hope it will take them, via
a new well, out of water poverty.

With swathes of east Africa
devastated by drought, climate
change looms ever larger in
WaterAid’s work.

Africa is widely seen as the
continent most vulnerable to
climate change, least responsible
for causing it, and least able to
afford the costs of managing it.
In Ethiopia’s impoverished Konso
district people say it is already
making life more precarious.

The evidence is anecdotal
rather than scientific. But adults
in Terate remember heavy
downpours two or three times
a day during the rainy season
when they were children. In
the years since, the weather
has become more erratic and
droughts more frequent, making
water increasingly scarce.

So when WaterAid said it had
found a promising site for a well
deep inside Konso’s concertina of

hills, but that there was no way
of getting the drilling machinery
to it, the villagers said that was
not a problem. They would build
an access road themselves.

“Our water resources are very
small,” says Kumeta Kuto, chief
of the local ‘kebele’, or ward.
“Our women have to walk to
collect water from the rivers. In
the rainy season it can take them
five hours. In the dry season it
can take 24 hours.”

between local weather events
and greenhouse gas emissions
remains difficult. More than
13 million Ethiopians need food
aid, and hunger in Konso is
widespread because the spring
harvest has been poor in the past
two years due to low rainfall.
But shortages of clean water
can be just as devastating to
human health because they let
dangerous pathogens spread
across homes, food and fingers.
If WaterAid finds a little water
at the end of the new road near
Terate it will set up a handpump.
If it finds a lot it will build a
generator-powered distribution
system to pipe it to the village.
That should transform the
health of its people —and liberate
its women from the drudgery of
water collection.

ingers like Amadou and
SMariam have that magical

combination of passion,
charisma and something to say,
which means they not only want
to entertain people, they also
connect with them and make
change happen.

“Music can really help,” says
Amadou. “In Mali, singers talk
about what’s going on, singers
talk about change...I'm pretty
proud that people listen to what
we say, because we always
try to fight for peace, love and
happiness and fight against all
those things that need to be
tackled for the sake of life.”

“What WaterAid does is so
closely linked to life; that is why
we wanted to be ambassadors
for your cause,” Mariam adds.
“When we were younger we
remember having to go outside,
but things are improving, step
by step. When women get
access to water and sanitation
they have more time to work
and to look after their children.”

Amadou and Mariam first got
on board with WaterAid when

they added some star quality to
the Mali launch of the End Water
Poverty campaign in 2007. And
as album sales have rocketed
and the tours have taken them
around the globe, Amadou
shows that their passion for
WaterAid’s cause remains
undimmed. “Ensuring that
people have safe, clean water
and sanitation is nothing less
than fighting for the wellbeing of
humanity. When we go to villages
in Africa we know that many
diseases, particularly blindness,
come from dirty water. So, your
fight for clean water is also a
fight against blindness.”

As blind people themselves,
they know how inaccessible
some water and sanitation
facilities can be for disabled
people. WaterAid’s partners
work with communities to
make water points and latrines
appropriate for everyone.

“In most places there aren’t
specific facilities for disabled
people but where there are
latrines it’s better than having
to go out in the open,” Amadou

explains. “Some latrines,
though, do have improvements
that protect privacy, dignity and
security. For example, toilet
pans that are raised for people’s
convenience and locks that
work! I have my wife in mind
when | say that!”

Amadou and Mariam’s
commitment and energy is
invaluable, but you don’t have
to be international stars to raise
awareness or break taboos.
When you’re telling others why
you support WaterAid, you might
like to bear in mind their parting
words: “We wish your supporters
a lot of courage. Courage is the
number one thing. When you
aim to change people’s mentality
and behaviour you have to have
courage and you have to keep
pushing always.”

Urgent action must be taken to
address this crisis. It’s time to
put the spotlight on sanitation.

World leaders urgently need
to ‘talk sh*t’

At the UN Millennium Summit
in 2000, the United Nations
member states —all 189

of them — agreed on eight
Millennium Development
Goals with the aim of halving
world poverty by 2015. But
the importance of sanitation
was completely overlooked.

Thousands of WaterAid
supporters helped petition
the UK Government, and

an amendment was finally
made, committing the world
to halving the proportion of
people living without access
to sanitation by 2015.

Now, with just five years left
to reach these targets, time
is running out. In Africa, at
present rates of progress,
the sanitation target will not
be met until 2108 —almost a
century too late.

It’s time for politicians to

talk sh*t. Heads of state and
governments are meeting in
New York this September to
review progress. With so little
time left, urgent attention
must be given to those targets
like sanitation which are
particularly off track.

The future of millions of
people worldwide depends
upon what governments
decide at this critical summit.

Amuria is a fast-expanding town in the north
east of Uganda, absorbing many people fleeing
war and floods. The growing population has put
extreme pressure on meagre water resources.

Chigongwe and Michese, two small rural
communities in the dry, central region of
Tanzania used to have no water at all. The
women, including the towns’ teachers and only
doctor, spent up to five hours a night waiting for
a few inches of water to seep into the bottom of
deeps holes they had dug in a dry river bed.

Making ground is the name of forthcoming
exhibition by WaterAid and Dutch NGO Simavi.
It will show how water and toilets can change
the entire structure of a community and how
the positive impacts grow and grow.

The exhibition launches in the Hague, the
Netherlands, from 2 to 25 March. It will then
be shown in Dodoma, Tanzania and Kampala,
Uganda, as well as in the communities where
the images were taken.

From 2 July to 13 August it will be in St
Martin-in-the-Fields in London’s Trafalgar

Tidiane Diallo, 35, is a WaterAid Programme Officer
in Mali. He is married and has a two year old daughter
called Selly. Here Tidiane explains a typical day.

‘ ‘ | studied at university
in Mali, Burkina Faso

and ltaly. | first took civil

engineering, then | went on

to specialise in water

and sanitation.

| decided to specialise in
water and sanitation because
of the water and sanitation
problems faced by my country.
| grew up and still live in an
area where these problems
are very common.

My work can help to improve
the situation in two ways:
firstly, through my job with
WaterAid, where | supervise our
partners and assist them with
technical problems when they
are working with communities
on building new facilities.

Secondly, in my spare time,
| volunteer as a teacher of
Sanitation Technology at the
National Engineering School.
| have done this since 2006,
every Saturday.

| am based in the WaterAid
office in Bamako. | live in the
city and get up every morning
at 4am to pray. | then eat
breakfast, normally milk with
bread — | like it simple. | go to
work on a motorbike and
arrive at around 8am.

When | arrive at the office |

first greet my colleagues and
then turn on my computer to
check my emails and set up a
work timetable.

Generally | go at least once
a week to visit our projects in
Bamako and at least once a
month to visit our projects in
the rest of Mali.

Community involvement is
very important. We usually
meet with the mayor and
discuss what the community
needs, including technical
matters and how it will all be
implemented.

If am in the office |
generally concentrate on
working on the computer. My
emails are usually requests
from our partner organisations
for technology advice.

For lunch | eat rice with
either sauce or meat. | also
take 30 minutes every day to
do research.
