· Inspire groups to support WaterAid and/or raise funds.

· Liaise with your region’s speaker co-ordinator and WaterAid’s Community Fundraising Team about planned talks. 
· Generate talks in your local community and keep WaterAid’s Community Fundraising Team updated on up and coming talks.
· Send donations collected at talks to WaterAid.
· Provide feedback on talks and notify WaterAid of opportunities for fundraising.
· Keep up to date with WaterAid’s key messages, speaker resources, fundraising initiatives and news.
· Promote WaterAid’s latest appeals and campaign actions when speaking for WaterAid where appropriate.
What makes a good speaker?
· The confidence to speak to a range of community groups, from school children to Rotarians. (essential)
· A commitment to WaterAid’s vision and mission. (essential)
· An interest in international development. (desirable)
· Previous experience of public speaking. (desirable)
· An interest in fundraising and volunteering. (desirable)
What’s in it for you?

· An opportunity to develop your public speaking skills and confidence through formal training and experience.

· A chance to meet new people from your local community.
· A way to learn more about international development and WaterAid’s work.

3. Come to a one day training course (we will send you an invite to a training course on receipt of your application) where you’ll be given the support materials you’ll need, including a CD of speaker resources such as PowerPoint presentations.

4. Give talks for WaterAid! We ask our speakers to give at least two talks a year, and try and do a talk within six months of training.
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
